PRE-SERVICE SCRIPTURE (Grace Youth)

PRE-SERVICE INTRODUCTION (Michael)
Asaph, author of Psalm 73, was a Levite, one of the religious leaders and the leader of King David’s choir. As we can see from parts of the Psalm, he struggled with the prosperity of those who did not devote themselves to God. Here he is, in essence a servant of the church but yet saying things like:

 3 For I envied the arrogant 
       when I saw the prosperity of the wicked. 

 4 They have no struggles; 
       their bodies are healthy and strong. [a] 

 5 They are free from the burdens common to man; 
       they are not plagued by human ills

It made him mad that others seemed to have no burdens, no cares – Yet he, one who works for God, has all these things in his own life. He even said:

 16 When I tried to understand all this, 
       it was oppressive to me
And then (SLIGHT PAUSE)  a transformation happened for him. In Verse 17 he says

till I entered the sanctuary of God;

It was in the sanctuary that he is able to see clearly the glory of God and the joy of being in His presence. He was able confess the err of his thoughts in Vs 22:

 22 I was senseless and ignorant; 
       I was a brute beast before you.

He was able remember God’s promises of love and protection in Vs 23 and 24:

23 Yet I am always with you; 
       you hold me by my right hand. 

 24 You guide me with your counsel, 
       and afterward you will take me into glory. 

In vs 26, He is able to remember that when we rely on our own strength, our own flesh, our own heart that we are destined to fail and it is the strength of God in our heart that will sustain us.

 26 My flesh and my heart may fail, 
       but God is the strength of my heart 
       and my portion forever. 

He claims once again that without God, we will perish and he finishes with

 28 But as for me, it is good to be near God. 
       I have made the Sovereign LORD my refuge; 
       I will tell of all your deeds.

Let’s enter into our Sanctuary today, knowing that we all have burdens, doubts and that they can come in between us and our God. Let us lay all tings at the door, remember that our God is all powerful, all loving and ready to take us into his arms. Lord, prepare me to be a sanctuary for you.

CONGREGATIONAL PRAYER (Grace Youth)
Start by collecting or highlighting joys and concerns

SCRIPTURE Revelation 3:15-19 (Message) (ON SCREEN)

 15-17"I know you inside and out, and find little to my liking. You're not cold, you're not hot—far better to be either cold or hot! You're stale. You're stagnant. You make me want to vomit. You brag, 'I'm rich, I've got it made, I need nothing from anyone,' oblivious that in fact you're a pitiful, blind beggar, threadbare and homeless. 

 18"Here's what I want you to do: Buy your gold from me, gold that's been through the refiner's fire. Then you'll be rich. Buy your clothes from me, clothes designed in Heaven. You've gone around half-naked long enough. And buy medicine for your eyes from me so you can see, really see. 

 19"The people I love, I call to account—prod and correct and guide so that they'll live at their best. Up on your feet, then! About face! Run after God!
